[Speaker will be Joy Bailey Bryant, managing
director of Lord Cultural Resources (https://www.lord.ca), a firm whose mission is to collaborate with
people and organizations to plan and manage cultural places, programs, and resources that deliver
excellence in the service of society. Ms. Bryant’s presentation will be “Dr. Martin Luther King’s Dream
and the Cultural Design of Libraries.” FOTL President William Sundquist observes, “Joy Bryant will
offer an authentic voice to this historic moment.”]
Nominations for this Award are due November 15.
